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Good Ventilation for Air Exchange & Dry Litter BROODING Ventilation MANAGEMENT

Ventilation /Wind Movement is the
min amount of Air volume required to
maintain full Genetic Potential of birds

Curtain Cover Keeping Space
on top for Ventilation

Ob]ectlve of Ventilation
Provide Oxygen for growth
- Remove unhealthy gas; CO2 & NH3
+ To Remove Excess Heat created by
birds & litter

To Remove Water from faeces & Vapour
from respiration to maintain the Humidity

(At 10 days age, 15 broilers produce
almost 1 litre water/Day, of which 25 - 40
% from faeces) throughout the growing
period & to maintain Good Litter
condition

BROODING Ventilation MANAGEMENT Good Ventilation for Air Exchange & Dry Litter

Air quality is critical during Brooding, proper ventilation
is required to maintain correct Temp & Humidity

Poor ventilation leads to high incidence of Ascites & CRD

Poor ventilation
circulation > accumulation of Toxic Gas > low Feed Intake > Poor Growth
in Trachea > Sneezing & other abnormal Respiratory Sounds
